1. What is the purpose of this research project? 
This research project is being conducted as a part of an MSc Education dissertation at Cardiff 
University. It aims to explore the different factors that influence parents when deciding to enrol 
their children in Welsh-medium education in Bridgend Local Authority. It also examines the 
extent to which parents feel engaged in their children’s education after making that choice. 
 
2. Why have I been invited to take part? 
You have been invited because you are a parent who has chosen Welsh-medium education for 
your child or children within the Bridgend Local Authority. 
 
3. Do I have to take part? 
No, your participation in this research project is entirely voluntary. If you choose to take part, 
you will be asked to give informed consent before the interview begins. If you decide not to 
take part, this will not affect your legal rights. You can withdraw at any time, without giving a 
reason, up to one week after the interview has taken place.  
 
4. What will taking part involve? 
If you agree to take part, you will participate in a one-to-one online interview via Microsoft 
Teams at a time convenient to you. The interview will last approximately 45-60 minutes and 
will involve questions about your decision-making and experiences related to Welsh-medium 
education. With your permission, the interview will be audio-recorded and later transcribed. 
Your name and any identifying information will be anonymised. 
 
5. Will I be paid for taking part? 
No. There is no payment for participating in this study. 

 
6. What are the possible benefits of taking part? 
There are no direct benefits to you personally. However, your contribution could help inform 
future support for parents, schools, and policymakers involved in Welsh-medium education. 
Your insights may help improve the accessibility and inclusivity of Welsh-medium education 
in areas like Bridgend. 
 
7. What are the possible risks of taking part? 
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There are minimal risks associated with taking part. However, some participants may find it 
uncomfortable to discuss personal experiences or barriers they have faced. You may choose to 
skip any questions or stop the interview at any time.  

 
8. Will my taking part in this research project be kept confidential? 
All information collected from (or about) you during the research project will be kept 
confidential and any personal information you provide will be managed in accordance with 
data protection legislation. Any identifiable information will be anonymised, and your 
responses will not be shared with your child’s school or any third party. Please see ‘What will 
happen to my Personal Data?’ (below) for further information.   
 
 
9. What will happen to my Personal Data?  
All personal data will be stored securely and confidentially. Only the researcher and their 
supervisor will have access to the data. Interviews will be transcribed and anonymised, and any 
identifying details removed. After submission of the dissertation, data will be retained securely 
for a minimum of 5 years, in line with university policy. Once the data has been anonymised, 
it will no longer be possible to remove individual responses. However, you may request to 
withdraw your data up to one week after your interview.

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The findings will be used for an MSc Education dissertation and may be shared in future 
academic publications or presentations. Participants will not be identified in any publications 
or presentations.
