Dear Parents and Carers,  

 

I hope that you enjoyed the Easter break following a busy Spring term. It was yet another successful term at 

Llangynwyd, from the ski trip to the Science fair we have seen our learners enrich their experiences through a 

plethora of extra-curricular opportunities. I am grateful to all staff and learners for their valuable and 

continued contributions to all aspects of school life and look forward to the summer term.  

 

School uniform 

At the start of the new term I would like to highlight the importance of school uniform and the positive 

impact it has on our learners and our wider school community. The school uniform helps to create a strong 

sense of belonging and reinforces that we are part of a shared community. It also removes unnecessary 

pressures around clothing choices and encourages learners to take pride in their appearance and in the 

school. It sets a positive tone for learning which supports the high expectations we hold for every learner.  

 

We would like to remind learners that school shoes should be worn as part of the uniform along with the 

correct school jumper throughout years 7 to 13. Leggings and hoodies do not form part of the school 

uniform. In addition, the rules regarding hair colourings and piercings remain unchanged. These expectations 

were reviewed and reinforced by the governing body in the Autumn term and we appreciate your continued 

support in upholding them. If there is a problem concerning your child’s uniform we kindly ask that you write 

a note in their contact book with a date of when the issue will be sorted. 

 

As we approach the warmer months, the school will monitor the temperature closely and inform learners 

and parents when the PE uniform will be appropriate in place of the usual uniform. In these instances, it is 

essential that shorts are of a reasonable length and suitable for a school environment. Items such as Nike pro-

style shorts or similar are not acceptable as part of the PE uniform.  

 

Mobile phones 

There has been no change to the school’s policy regarding mobile phones. If a learner feels it is necessary to 

bring a mobile phone to school, they are required to hand it in to a member of Llannerch staff at the start of 

the school day so that it can be kept safe. If a learner is seen with a mobile phone at any time during the 

school day, whether it is being used or not, they will be required to hand it in to Llannerch immediately. 

We would also like to remind parents and carers that the school accepts no responsibility for the loss of or 

damage to mobile phones. 

 

Assessments and Examinations 

The school will be trialling the use of Classcharts to share dates and information regarding Non Examination 

Assessments for year 10 in the summer term and I have included an infographic with more information. Our 

aim is to use the platform effectively to provide you with information regarding any assessment relevant to 

your child which contributes to the overall grade of a qualification. 

 

We would like to wish every learner in year 10 – 13 the very best of luck as they prepare for their upcoming 

examinations and we strongly encourage them to make good use of their time as well as the resources and 

support provided by their teachers.
